Accompanied by 
soloist Geneviève Gilardeau on violin, the two will join 
the PBO in Murder, Mayhem and Magnificence, a 
program of southern Italian baroque. 

Originally from Phoenix, Arizona where he began as a jazz guitarist, Lucas graduated 
summa cum laude from Pomona College in California.  After studying for a year in Milan, 
Italy as one of the first group of scholars sponsored by the Marco Fodella Foundation, 
he went on to study in Germany at the Hochschule für Künste Bremen. 

Lucas has been on faculty at Oberlin Conservatory's Baroque Performance Institute 
since 2002, where he directs a staged opera scene project. His passion for Baroque 
theater has animated opera productions by the New York Metropolitan Opera, the 
Toronto Consort, the Boston Early Music Festival, and Opera Atelier. Currently residing 
in Toronto, Lucas is lutenist for the Tafelmusik Baroque Orchestra.  He regularly 
performs with Apollo’s Fire, New York Collegium, Trinity Consort, Seattle Baroque, and 
the Smithsonian Chamber Players.  

Geneviève Gilardeau, a native of Québec, studied violin at the Université de Montréal, 
the Conservatoire du Québec, and the Glenn Gould School of the Royal Conservatory in 
Toronto. Geneviève became a core member of Tafelmusik in 1999 and featured as a 
soloist in concertos by Vivaldi (recorded on Analekta’s Baroque Feast) and Leclair (on 
CBC’s Mozart Noir).  

In addition to being a regular member of the Aradia Baroque Ensemble where she 
serves regularly as concertmistress, she also performs with the Toronto Consort and 
Montreal-based ensembles Masques and Les voix humaines. Recent projects have 
included period-instrument performances of Schubert’s Trout Quintet and Eybler’s String 
Trio in G major with members of the Windermere String Quartet.
